**Aim: How can we choose symbols to represent our characters artistically?

Materials: silhouettes of characters on minimum 15x 30 paper, post it notes, markers, blank paper, pencils, symbol book, paper clips

Development:

1. Distribute instruction sheet (see attached)

2. Brainstorm colors and there meaning, as well as symbols that could represent characters (examples: connect to their interests and their feelings—weights, cigarettes, monopoly pieces)

3. Allow time for them to choose groups, then assign a character to each group.

4. Monitor progress of their plans and provide supplies/ advice as needed.
